A prison sentence of up to 175 years in the United States: The threat hanging over 
journalist and Wikileaks founder Julian Assange. The video “Collateral Murder,” 
his most explosive publication, shows alleged war crimes committed by the 
U.S. soldiers in the Iraq war. The U.S. military conducted an internal investigation; 
none of the soldiers were charged, unlike Julian Assange. The Australian accused 
of espionage has been held in isolation at London’s high security Belmarsh prison 
for five years, with extradition to the U.S. looming.
	 Turkish journalist Can Dündar was detained on similar charges in Turkey, and 
now lives in German exile. Like many others, he views the Assange case as the 
most important press freedom trial of the century. His research into this complex 
story takes him all over the world. Julian Assange and the Dark Secrets of War – 
the new episode of the DW documentary series “Guardians of Truth.”
